Han nam
fidluleik hja Birni Olafssyni konsertmeistara vid Ténlistarskélann i Reykjavik og for sidar
til framhaldsnams vid Haskélana i Indiana og Toronto og i Listaskélann i Banff i Kanada.
Einnig nam hun hja Gerald Beal fidluleikara i New York borg. A ndmsarum sinum
kynntist hin og vann med mérgum merkustu ténlistarménnum tuttugustu aldarinnar,
bar & medal William Primrose, Zoltan Szekely, Gy6rgy Sebodk, Rucciero Ricci og Igor
Oistrach.

HIif hefur haldid fjélda einleikstonleika og leiki®d med sinfoniuhljémsveitum og
kammersveitum vida um Evrépu, i Bandarikjunum og Kanada. Haustié 2014 kom
geisladiskurinn DIALOGUS ut hja MSR Classics i Bandarikjunum med einleiksverkum i
hennar flutningi sem samin hafa verid sérstaklega fyrir hana. Hefur sa diskur hlotid
mikid lof gagnrynenda.

Hann hefur samid
kammer- hljomsveitar- og kérverk, dsamt tonlist fyrir kvikmyndir, sjénvarp og leikhus.

Merrill Clark faeddist i Salt Lake City i Utah i Bandarikjunum, en sidan 1979 hefur
hann buid og starfad i New York borg sem ténskald, utsetjari og hljééfeeraleikari. Hann
nam hljédfaeraleik, jazzfraedi og einnig kvikmyndagerd. Hann hefur hlotid virt verdlaun
fyrir tonverk sin sem hafa verié flutt um gervéll Bandarikin. Hann hefur gegnt
stjérnunarstédum i tengslum vid jazz-musik og ritad bdk um blus tonlist (Mastering
Blues Keyboard). Ténlist Merrills er afar fjélbreytt, einleiksverk , hljdmsveitarverk og
songleikir - fyrir venjuleg sem og rafmagnshljééfaeri. Eftir ad hafa hlytt a tonleika Hlifar
i New York borg i jantar 2010 par sem hun Iék partitur og sénétur eftir J.S. Bach hof
Merrill ad semja ténverk sem hann nefndi The Sorceress - Sigurjonsdoéttir Sonata. betta
er frumflutningur verksins i heild hér a landi.

The Sorceress - Sigurjonsdottir Sénata - Myndband

Ektoras Binikos faddist & grisku eyjunni Ikaria og nam vid vié kvikmyndaskélann i
Apenu (Lycurgus Stavrakos), padan sem hann utskrifadist sem kvikmyndaleikstjori.
Hann flutti til New York og nam grafiska hénnun og rafraena utgafu vid New School
haskdélann og myndbandsgerd vid Cooper Union menntastofnunina. Ektoras er fjélhaefur
listamadur sem vinnur i margs konar midla, hann malar og teiknar, tekur ljosmyndir,
gerir innsetningar og myndbandsverk, og tengir saman hin 6likustu listform svo sem
bragdskyn og tonlist. Verdlaunud hanastél hans spegla teer og natturuleg sérkenni hins
nyja ameriska eldhuss, par sem ferskar og framandi bragdtegundir blandast & 6vaentan
hatt.

HIif Sigurjonsdéttir was born in Denmark and grew up in Iceland. Upon graduation
from the Reykjavik College of Music, she furthered her violin studies at the Universities
of Indiana and Toronto where her teachers were Franco Gulli and Lorand Fenyves, and
the Banff School of Fine Arts. Later she took private lessons in New York from the
renowned violinist and teacher Gerald Beal. She has been fortunate over time to work
with many of the leading musicians of the twentieth century, including William
Primrose, Janos Starker, Rucciero Ricci, Igor Qistrach, Gyérgy Sebok and the members
of the Hungarian quartet.

HIif has given numerous concerts both as a soloist and with various ensembles
and orchestras. In 2014 MRS Classics released her disk DIALOGUS with works for solo
violin, all of which were written for her. That disk has been higly acclaimed, e.g. by
Voix des Arts, and one of Fanfare Magazine's critics, Maria Nockin, has named it as one
of the best CDs of the year 2015. This year MSR Classics re-released the critically
acclaimed 2-CD set of her playing the Sonatas and Partitas for solo violin by J.S. Bach



originally released in 2008.

Rana Ingimundar was born 1963 in Husavik, a small town on the North coast of
Iceland. She received her Master’s degree in Music Composition and Music Theory in
1990, and subsequently received Doctoral degrees in both Music Composition and
Ethno-Musicology from the University of Arizona. Since 2009, Runa has worked for the
Folk Music Center in Siglufjordur, taught and advised Graduate students at three
different universities in Iceland, and taught piano, voice and music theory as well as
conducting choirs in Fjallabyggd. She has given concerts, presentations and workshops
about Icelandic traditional music in Iceland and abroad. Runa is the chairman of
Stemma - The Icelandic Traditional Folk Music Association, and became the Icelandic
representative in the Nordic Committee for Folk Music in 2009. Runa was the first
teacher to bring traditional Icelandic singing (kvedskapur) into the regular music school
curriculum.

Hrédmar Ingi Sigurbjornsson was born in 1958, and finished his BA in composition
at the Reykjavik College of Music in 1984 under the guidance of borkell Sigurbjérnsson
and Atli H. Sveinsson. He continued his studies with the Dutch composer Joep Straesser
at the Utrechts Conservatorium in the Netherlands from 1984-1988. Since then,
Hrédmar has been working as a composer and teacher of theory and composition at the
Reykjavik College of Music from 1989-2008, and in the Music Department of the
Iceland Academy of the Arts since 2003, among other music school positions in
Reykjavik. His compositional output includes numerous works for symphony orchestra,
concertos, an opera, several works for chamber orchestra, solo works, works for choir
as well as music for theatre and film.

Born in 1951, Kardélina Eiriksdottir studied at the Reykjavik College of Music and the
University of Michigan, where she received Master’s degrees in Composition and Music
History, and in Musicology. Among her works are orchestral pieces, four operas,
chamber and solo pieces, as well as pieces for solo voices and choirs. She has also
composed several works in collaboration with visual artists, among them Music to the
Constitution of Iceland, which was part of Iceland’s contribution at the Biennale de
Venezia in 2011. Kardélina's music has been performed in several countries. Her latest
work is the opera Magnus Maria, which was premiered in July 2014 in Aland, and
subsequently in Finland and Sweden.

Merrill Clark received his early training at the University of Utah. He later studied with
film composer Pat Williams, contra bass virtuoso Lisle Atkinson, tabla master Samir
Chatterjee and Latin percussionist/arranger Louis Bauzo. His work has been heard in
the United States, Brazil, Malaysia, Thailand and throughout Europe. Merrill has written
many works in a wide variety of genres, from unaccompanied solo works to large scale
orchestral works. His collaboration with German trombonist Dirk Amrein has resulted in
a series of works for trombone, e.g. Trombonist from Hell for solo trombone. Last year
the Albany/Naxos records releasee a CD featuring the piano trio di.vi.sion performing
Merrill's new work Prime Divisions for Piano Trio.

Merrill Clark maintains a private teaching studio in New York. His music has
been published by Downbeat Magazine, and his book Mastering Blues Keyboard is
published by Alfred Publishing Company.

Ektoras Binikos was born on the island of Ikaria, Greece, and was educated in Athens.
He received his degree in Film Direction from the Greek Film Institute (Lykourgos
Stavrakos). After moving to New York, he furthered his studies at the New School
University in Graphic Design/Electronic Publishing as well as Video Production, and at
Cooper Union in drawing & collages. He works in multiple mediums, including painting,
drawing, installation, video, photography and digital art. He has exhibited his works in
numerous exhibitions throughout the United States, South America and Europe.

He is the Head Mixologist at the legendary Michael's NY and is a creative force in
the “"New American Cocktail Renaissance”. His award-winning cocktails reflect the pure
and natural ethos of our new American global cuisine, featuring fresh, exotic
ingredients in surprising combinations.
